Not much has been done but lots of
happenings which have captured my thinking.

| received the report by Prof. Walter Rosser as
the Visiting Professor, HKU Family Medicine Unit
sponsored by HKCFP since 1982. | read it again and
again with mixed feelings. It is a very comprehensive
and in-depth observation about the health care
system in Hong Kong from the primary care
perspective. The part that interested me the most
is about the undergraduate education in Family
Medicine. These observations were made with a
sincere interest in attempting to assist in improving
the Hong Kong system based on his knowledge and
experience in a number of countries. Prof. Rosser
has actually been the HKU Visiting Professor some
19 years ago and is most qualified to comment and
compare the changes that happened in between.
| regret that the full report cannot be published in
this month’s Hong Kong Practitioner because of
some bureaucratic idiosyncrasies.

The objective of this sponsorship is to bring in
world renowned experts in the field of Family
Medicine to help shaping and advising on the
overall development of the discipline in Hong Kong.
There was no formal teaching or training of Family
Medicine in the Medical School in the seventies.
The General Practice Unit was established in 1985
after my graduation, under the Department of
Medicine of the Medical Faculty HKU till now! When
Chinese University started the Medical Faculty
more than 20 years ago, it came naturally with a
Department of Community Medicine and Family
Medicine. All these were my recollection about what
had happened in the past 2 decades in the two
Universities in Hong Kong, correct me if | am wrong.

The GP Unit remains without departmental status
with only 4 or 5 full time positions: why? Is it
enough to handle all the undergraduate teaching
and for research? As a result, only a brief 3 weeks
undergraduate exposure to Family Medicine is
scheduled for students, which is much less than the
usual 6 to 12 weeks in most developed countries
curricula. And in fact, the current 3 weeks exposure
is only made possible by the support of the
honorary teachers in the community.

The allocation of resources for Family
Medicine teaching is shameful.
The importance of undergraduate
teaching in Family Medicine is under-
estimated. A major portion of these
MBBS graduates would specialize into
other different specialties, with the
minimal contact in Family Medicine,
could never understand, appreciate or respect
their colleagues who specialize in Family Medicine.
Therefore, the important role of primary care / family
medicine in the health care system could not be
established. The development of Family Medicine
was suffocated with lots of obstacles from within
the medical profession. The foundation of primary
care is not solid enough for the policy makers to
rely on, which would affect the decision in resource
allocation. Hence, Family Medicine development in
Hong Kong is a standstill in the past decades.

We welcome another HKCFP Visiting Professor to
Hong Kong next month, Professor Barbara Starfield.
She is world famous in the research of Primary Care
Assessment Tool (PCAT). There is always a question
in my mind as how to measure quality in primary
care. | would say that quality of the primary care
health providers is the most crucial, and Family
Physicians are the cornerstone for the delivery of
quality assured primary care. Therefore, education
and training of optimal numbers of competent
Family Physicians to meet the needs of the
community is pivotal for the success of primary care,
and it should start from the medical students in their
early undergraduate years!!!

| quote from Prof. Rosser’s conclusion: “Although
Hong Kong is an affluent developed country for
a number of historic reasons, the primary health
care system has remained little changed in the
past 2 or 3 decades..... Serious consideration of
modest reforms by Colleges, Universities and the
Government could quite dramatically improve the
system.”

| hope Prof. Starfield will be able to enlighten our
local Family Physicians whether in public or private
sectors, College members and fellows, academics
and policy makers the true value of Family Medicine
in the development of quality assured primary care
in Hong Kong.

- Post-licensure Safety Surveillance for Gardasil -

On 19th August 2009, the Journal of American Medical Association (JAMA) published an article called "Post-
licensure Safety Surveillance for Quadrivalent Human Papillomavirus Recombinant Vaccine”!. Concerns for the
public and medical professions regarding the safety of HPV vaccines may have been raised.

How is the safety of the quadrivalent HPV vaccine (Gardasil) monitored?

The Food and Drug Administration (FDA) and the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) in the

United States monitor the safety of all vaccines through the Vaccine Adverse Event Reporting System (VAERS),

which is a national, voluntary and passive surveillance system. The system only analyzes data in the United

States as there is more complete information and more feasible follow-up review of medical records than

foreign reports. In addition to VAERS, CDC has two other systems to monitor the safety of all licensed vaccines

- the Vaccine Safety Datalink (VSD) Project and Clinical Immunization Safety Assessment (CISA) Network, which

are collaborative projects between CDC, health care organizations and academic centers. g

What should we be aware of on reading the article?
VAERS receives reports on the adverse events following vaccination, which are not equivalent to the side effects Frsi
of a vaccine. Given the large number of doses distributed, it is expected that, by chance alone, serious adverse i
events and some deaths will be reported in this large population during the time period following vaccination.
In-depth medical review and statistical analysis are required to detect adverse events that occur at rates higher
than expected or if an association between the vaccine and the adverse events were suspected.

What are the findings of the recent JAMA article? g
The article summarizes the data from VAERS from 1st June, 2006 to 31st December, 2008. It describes 12,424 ey
reports of adverse events following Gardasil vaccination. 772 of 12,424 (6.2%) were reports of serious events. rL'.F"; F

93.8% of the reports were classified as non-serious. During this period, 23 million doses of Gardasil had been LT,
distributed in the U.S. :

The following adverse events were assessed: local injection site reaction, syncope, dizziness, nausea, J‘"‘.r,'--'.
hypersensitivity reactions, Guillain-Barre syndrome (GBS), venous thromboembolic events (VTEs), pregnancy, 4
death, etc. In VAERS, a higher proportion of Gardasil reports were of syncope and VTEs compared with other
vaccines. However, none of the adverse events (including syncope and VTEs) were reported at rates greater
than expected in a population of similar age and gender and with other known contributing factors to such

adverse events?. ¥

Thromboembolic disorders have been reported to VAERS in people received Gardasil. However, most of these
individuals had concomitant risk factors for embolism such as use of oral contraceptives, genetic clotting
abnormalities, smoking, etc.

32 deaths had been reported to VAERS. There was not a common pattern to the deaths that would suggest they f
were caused by the vaccine. In the majority of cases, the cause of death was explained by other factors.

Guillan-Barré syndrome (GBS) has also been reported after receiving Gardasil. The current data do not suggest :
an association between Gardasil and GBS. o

What are the FDA and CDC recommendations?
Based on the review of available information by FDA and CDC, Gardasil continues to be safe and effective, and
its benefits continue to outweigh its risks. CDC and FDA have not changed their recommendations for its use?.

How about Cervarix (bivalent HPV vaccine)?

Cervarix has not been licensed in U.S. currently. A suspected adverse reaction analysis by Medicines and

Obsessive-Compulsive Disorder - An Update
Speaker: Dr. Ng Fung Sing, Specialist in Psychiatry

The 19th Interest Group in Mental Health & Psychiatry in Primary Care
Meeting was held on 1st Aug 2009. Dr. Ng Fung Sing was our guest
speaker and our sponsor was Wyeth (HK) Limited. The topic was
‘Obsessive-Compulsive Disorder - An Update'.

Dr. Ng is a psychiatrist in private practice. Dr. Ng was trained at the
major psychiatric centres in Hong Kong and has further obtained
two master degrees in criminology and health administration. Dr. Ng
has been very active in educational activities for medical colleagues
and the public in promoting mental health. More than 50 colleagues
attended the meeting with active interaction. The learning points are
summarized as follows.

Introduction of obscessive-compulsive disorder

1. 2-4% life time prevalence

2. M:F =11

3. Males affected at an earlier age in general

4. Comorbidities: depression, social phobia, panic disorder, eating
disorders

5. Tics disorders: 40% of juvenile OCD patients have tics disorders;
increase in prevalence of Tourette's syndrome among relatives of
OCD patients

Clinical features

1. Obsessions: recurrent, intrusive, and distressing thoughts, images,
or impulses

2. Compulsions: repetitive, seemingly purposeful, behaviours that a
person feels driven to perform

3. Symptoms may shift

A. Common Obsessions

1. Contamination: dirt, germs, spreading contamination

2. Aggression: harming self or others, acting upon aggressive
impulses

. Sexual: forbidden/perverse sexual thoughts, impulses

4. Hoarding/saving: losing things; throwing objects that might be
important

. Magical thinking: lucky/unlucky numbers, colors, names

. Miscellaneous: saying things exactly right; not saying certain words/
phrases

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B. Common Compulsion

. Washing/cleaning: excessive/ritualized handwashing, avoiding
‘contaminated’ objects/places

. Checking: locks, mistakes, stoves, taps

. Repeating: rewriting, retying, going in/out door or taking items in/
out of schoolbags

4. Counting: counting objects, mental counting (especially up to
‘magic number’)

. Ordering/arranging: lining up objects in a certain way, making
things symmetrical, arranging things in a specific pattern

6. Superstitions: avoiding stepping on cracks/lines, touching/tapping

routines to prevent bad things from happening

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7. Reassurance-seeking: asking same questions, forcing family
members to do things in a certain way
Etiology

A. Genetic — higher concordance rate for monozygotic twins than
dizygotic twins

B. Neurotransmitters

1. 5-HT: effectiveness of serotonergic drugs, CSF 5-HIAA metabolites

2. Dopamine: abundance of OC symptoms in basal ganglia disorders

3. Possibility of reduced 5-HT and increased dopamine transmission

Functional imaging:

Increased activity in frontal lobes, basal ganglia (especially caudate),
cingulum in PET, reported to be reversed by drug and behavioural
treatment in some studies. Structural brain imaging (CT and MRI):

decreased size of caudate bilaterally. A role for the prefrontal cortex-
basal ganglia thalamic circuitry

Immune factors

1. Association of OCD and Sydenham’s chorea, an autoimmune
disease of basal ganglia

2. Rheumatic fever is accompanied by OCD in over 70% of cases

3. 10 out of 11 children had antibodies against the caudate (Swedo et
al 1992)

4. Hypothesis of basal ganglia dysfunction in OCD

Drug Approach

1. First line: SSRI or clomipramine: side effects, physician’s familiarity;
higher dose and trial for at least 12 weeks. Onset of response: up to
8-12 weeks

2. Long-term treatment: 'the dose that makes you well keeps you well’
i.e. medium to high doses are required

3. Failure to respond: trial of another SSRI or clomipramine, or
augmentation with atypical antipsychotics

4. Resistant cases: lithium, trazodone, tryptophan, iv clomipramine,
or even neurosurgery (disconnect the outflow pathways from the
orbitofrontal cortex)

5. Other options under investigations: memantine, N-acetylcysteine

Psychological approach

1. Exposure and response prevention (E/RP)

2. Exposure: placing the patients in situations that elicit anxiety
related to their obsessions

3. Response prevention: deterring the ritualistic or compulsive
behaviours that may serve to reduce or avoid anxiety

4. Cognitive therapy: training the patient to identify and reframe

5. Thought-action fusion: negative thoughts and actions are seen as
synonymous

6. CBT addresses these issues and teaches patients to mend their
thinking
